• At least 49 stations participated: 

o 11 x CW/RTTY/PSK stations; 27 x SSB stations; & 11 mixed mode stations. 

o 1 x VK1; 8 x VK2; 16 x VK3; 13 x VK4; 5 x VK5; 4 x VK7; & 2 x ZL. 

• The logs show that some stations which did not submit logs may have won a certificate! 

 

Reports of QRN varied from S4 to S9+20dB, with some of it due to plasma TVs, etc.  ZL 
stations reported that while the band wasn’t noisy, the VK stations seemed to be down in 
signal strength.  Of the radios used, the most popular was the Yaesu FT-817 (including the 
ND variant), followed by the Elecraft K2 & K3.  The ubiquitous dipole was the most popular 
antenna, followed by the inverted vee. 

Thank you 
to everyone who participated and everyone who submitted logs!
